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17. Updates from Members on the National Association of Counties Board, Western 
Interstate Region Board, and Individual Counties. President Elect Higbee encouraged 
the Board to pay attention to funding opportunities that would be coming with the new year 
and reminded them that the Farm Bill would be up for renewal in 2023 and that he had 
been approached to possibly participate on the committee to provide input on its renewal. 
President Lucey stated that he had a conversation with NACo Executive Director, Matt 
Chase regarding grant opportunities, specifically the allowable uses for the next tranche of 
BUILD/TIGER and RAISE grants. He encouraged the counties to reach out for grant writing 
assistance, participate in NACo Steering Committees and to engage in the important 
conversations at the federal level. Vinson reminded the Board that the grants page on the 
NACO website is updated weekly with curated opportunities specific to counties. President 
Elect Higbee stated that the next meetings of both Boards would occur during the 
Legislative Conference in February. Commissioner Olsen thanked NACO and Board for their 
support during his tenure and remarked on the tremendous asset that NACO provides to 
counties. Other members of the Board gave updates on activities within their counties.
